SPORT COURT ARLINGTON GIVES BACK TO COMMUNITY NON-PROFITS
WITH FLOORING AND GAME COURTS

Dallas, Texas, February 2, 2005—In 2002, Mark Kundysek, the owner of Sport Court Arlington, saw a news story about an outdoor game court facility that the Dallas Mavericks organization had installed for the Boys’ and Girls Club of South Dallas.  

“I saw the surfacing that they had installed and I knew that I could do a lot better,” Kundysek said.  “The original surface that they had in place is subject to cracking and our Sport Court surfacing helps prevent injuries, which is so important when you’re dealing with young legs.”  

Kundysek had been generous with non-profits in the area before, but he knew that he could make a bigger difference with gymnasium and outdoor court installations.  He made a few calls and connected with the Dallas Mavericks who were the major backers of the project.  “Steve Nash was my major contact on the deal and he was a pleasure to work with,” Kundysek said.  “I know that he backed the project with a good bit of his own money.”
“I gave them a price to redo the court with our flooring, which I installed at cost.  My company absorbed the labor.  We took up the old surfacing and put down our colorful, durable product in a matter of days.  Now they have a bright, attractive court surfacing with the Mavericks logos and four others imbedded in it.  This puts on a terrific face to the rest of the world for the Mavericks.  I couldn’t be prouder of the way it turned out.”
Since then, Mark has installed surfacing for the Gang Intervention Center of Dallas, the Genesis Women’s Shelter’s outdoor game court, the St. Phillips Community Center indoor gym, and a court at Brian’s House for children with AIDS.  “The Mavericks’ Shawn Bradley is a backer of Brian’s House and he gives a donation each time he gets a blocked shot,” Kundysek said.  “That adds up!”  (One other installation???)
The most recent project for Mark and his Sport Court Arlington team has been the Cedar Crest Community Center for the Salvation Army.  “It was a pleasure to work on this with other companies and people like Home Depot, Glidden Paints, Sprite/Coca Cola, Mavericks player Josh Howard and the Dallas Mavericks Foundation.”  


The dedication and opening happened on Monday, February 1st.  “All told, there was over $70,000 worth of materials and labor donated without any cost to the Salvation Army,” Kundysek said.  “When the Mavericks get behind something, they are committed all the way to the top of the organization.  In fact, their President and CEO Terdema Ussery did the honors at the dedication.”
“I am honored to be involved with this community center renovation and The

Salvation Army.  This is something I have always wanted to be a part of,”

said Mavs forward Josh Howard.  “I used to spend my time at a community

center just like Cedar Crest, so I know how important it is for these children to have a place like The Salvation Army.  Thanks to the generosity, time and commitment of everyone involved, we were able to make this happen in our own community.”

Kundysek added that he is happy to be giving back to the Dallas/Fort Worth community. “We’ve enjoyed every minute of the time we’ve been installing courts and putting greens in the area.  Knowing that our courts and floors are making a difference in the lives of our area’s young people means a lot to us.”
